Exploring the Arts 

With Arts as one of the focus this term, Kōwhai will explore Dance, Music, Visual Arts and Drama in the 
next few weeks. The session was officially opened with the story, “Franky has talent!”, personally made 
by Mrs De Leon and drawn by her husband, Mr Lim. It talked about the different aspects of arts we can 
explore and how we can all give them a try. 

Te Wiki o te Reo Māori Celebration 
Our school proudly celebrated Te Wiki o te Reo Māori last term with a 
vibrant week of learning, connection, and celebration! From our New 
Entrants through to Year 8, everyone took part in a whole-school hikoi 
designed to honour the history and importance of te reo Māori.
Students journeyed through eight interactive stations, learning about the 
1972 petition to Parliament that helped save te reo Māori, exploring how 
many voices united for change, and discovering how far we’ve come 
since then. The hikoi encouraged everyone to connect the past, present, 
and future of our shared responsibility to keep the language alive.
Throughout the week, students also enjoyed lunchtime movie sessions 
featuring The Lion King, Encanto, and Moana in te reo Māori, along with 
daily waiata before school, at lunchtime, and after school. Families joined 
the celebration too, playing te reo Māori bingo at home to strengthen 
community involvement.
