Make up e Make up, false eyelashes, nail polish and nail extensions are not to be worn.

Jewellery e For safety reasons no jewellery is to be worn, with the exception of watches, medic
bracelets and small, plain stud or sleeper earrings. (Approved religious/cultural emblems
may be worn under shirts)

Piercings e Facial piercings are not permitted. This includes nose and eyebrow piercings.
